
CERTIFICATION REVENUE ESTIMATEA CLOSER LOOK

Prior to the legislative session, the Comptroller issues a Biennial Revenue 
Estimate (BRE) to tell lawmakers how much they can spend over the next two 
years. Afterward, the Comptroller issues periodic Certification Revenue Estimates 
(CREs) as needed to reflect legislative activity and the most current economic 
information. The CRE was released in October 2017 and revised in July 2018.
